	7- Payment terms:-

First: Payment under a documentary credit if sale is on CIP or DDP :-
The First Party shall pay to the Second Party the values of the contracted materials in cash as per an irrevocable, non-transferable and unconfirmed documentary letter of credit according to point No. (10) of the article (9) for the instruction of executing the contract No. (1) for the year 2008 which should be opened through the Trade Bank of Iraq (TBI), Baghdad, in the name of the Second Party after being awarded and signing the contract accordingly and submitting the good performance guarantee (5%) before signing the contract.  In the event that the Second Party desires to confirm the credit he shall be responsible for choosing the confirming bank and all the necessary procedures for confirmation will be on his own account.  Payment of the value of the materials supplied shall be effected in accordance with one of the following methods as to be agreed between the two parties:-
1-Method 1:-
Payment of (80%) of the value of each shipment after arrival to its final destination as specified in the contract and after inspection of the goods and verification of their conformity to specification according to first party's written notification. The balance of (20%) shall be paid after execution by the Second Party of the contract in full and after he has been discharged of any financial, legal or tax obligations arising out of the contract.
(2) Method 2:-

     Payment of (60%) of the value of each shipment against   presentation of the shipping documents specified in the L/C conditions as follows:-
- Either within 60 days from the date of presentation of the documents provided in the payment terms after receipt of the verified documents through bank channels and notifying the first party by presenting shipping documents.

- Or immediately upon presentation of the shipping documents specified in the tender conditions through bank channels and against presentation of proper guarantee in favor of the First Party before payment ( for the value of each shipment) on condition the second party should notify the first party to present  the shipping documents.
- In the case of both ways above (CIP,DDP ) (35%) of the value of each shipment shall be paid on the basis of a notification in writing by the First Party after receipt of the goods, issuance of inspection reports confirming the conformity to the specifications and issuance of the letter of acceptance.  These procedures shall be carried out within deadline of 45 days from the date of discharge of the goods at their final destination.

- The balance of (5%) (for both ways  CIP ,DDP) for each shipment shall be paid after confirmation of the discharge of the Second Party of any financial, legal or tax obligations in accordance with the provisions of the contract and the relevant laws and upon confirmation by the First Party.
Second:- Payment under a documentary credit  if  sale is on the basis of  FOB (delivery at shipment port)  should be:- 
- (80%) of the value of each shipment directly upon presentation of the shipping documents duly checked through bank channels after inspection by a technical specialized committee sent  to the country of origin and confirmation that the goods conform to the technical specifications at port after the delivery of goods to the transporting company on board. The first party shall bear all travel, accommodation and other expenses, and the second party shall undertake to follow up all procedures to obtain entry visas for the above committee.

- (15 %)  from the value of each shipment shall be paid after receipt of the complete quantity and conforming the goods to the technical specifications within 60 days from discharging the goods in port of shipment against written notification from first party . 
- The balance of (5%) of each shipment shall be paid after full execution of the contract and the second party's discharge of any financial, legal or tax obligations provided for in the contract and the relevant laws and upon written notification of the first party.

	8- The terms of letter of guaranty required   for payment:-
Guarantee letters to be submitted in favor of the First Party in respect of initial deposits at (1%) and legal deposits (performance guarantee at 5%) should be payable and extendable under the Tender terms at demand by the First Party and nonrestrictive by guarantee conditions for all second party's obligations upon the first party according to tender and contract terms, issued by accredited banks in Iraq. Foreign companies may submit guarantee letters issued by foreign banks classified by global classification establishments as (standard and poor.moodys) to be

 accepted by Iraqi banks under licensed by the central bank of Iraq that have high financial capability  which should be payable to the order of the First Party in the event that the Second Party has delayed or failed to implement any of his obligations in accordance with the contract and award in respect of which he has submitted the guarantee letter.  The guarantee letter shall only be released after issuing final acceptance certificate and settling the final accounts, arrival of the goods, and their receipt at the final destination designated in the original contract and its conformity to specifications has been confirmed, and after the Second Party has been discharged of all obligations under the contract and the end of warranty period.  It is to be noted that the release of the guarantee letter shall be effected upon issuance of a notification by the First Party to the bank issuing the guarantee letter. Otherwise, payment shall not be made.

	9- Packing:-

Packing should be good, strong and conforming   to international standards and well preserved during transportation.  It should endure transportation conditions so as to avoid any damage or loss during transportation or storage.  The marking on the packages should be as agreed in the contract.  The Second Party shall be liable for any damage or loss due to bad outer and inner packing. In the event of packing in wooden boxes, these boxes should have the following requirements :-
- They are free of outer surface.

-They are handled either in heat steam or saturated in chemical press.

-They are marked clearly, easy to read and not scratched to refer to one of above handlings.



	10- The freight:-

 The Second Party shall designate the port of shipment, entry point and scheduling of shipment.  He should notify the First Party of the shipment date 15 days prior to the date of shipping and the estimated date of arrival of the goods at their final destination. Partial shipment is acceptable provided that the supplied goods should be in complete units.

	11- Delivery period:-

The delivery period shall be competitive and specified by the Second Party, who should state whether delivery will be effected in one or more consignments and how the delivery dates are scheduled. The delivery period shall be counted from the date of receipt of the L/C by Second Party.  In the case of FOB shipping, delivery shall be final to the transporting company after conforming the technical specifications by a technical specialized committee sent to the country of origin so the committee undertakes                     to receive the milking machines and do their inspection in site and conforming the technical specifications under the international standards after being knowledge at all the details of the shipping documents before shipment. The First Party shall bear all travel, accommodation and other expenses, and the Second Party shall undertake all procedures to obtain entry visas for the above committee. In both ways (CIP or DDP & FOB) ) the second party commits to operate many random milking machines to be selected by the first party to ensure the adequacy of the supplied material

	12- The warranty:-

The Second Party shall undertake the supply of the goods awarded to him according to the tender from the origins specified in the offer, current production, conforming to the technical and quality specifications, usable for the purpose for which they have been manufactured and for which they will be used, and guarantees to be free from flaws, defects and faulty workmanship for a period (18) months from the date of delivery. 
 The second party commits to repair the defects appear within the warranty period free of charge and repair all the defects that might appear after warranty period against cost. The warranty period of the goods which will be proposed by the competing companies, will be studied and discussed by an Analysis Committee formed by the First Party and shall have the final word in specifying the required warranty period. 

	13- The penalties:-

4- In the event of failure of the bidder to deliver the goods to be contracted during the specified period that the delay is not later than the quarter period agreed upon and if extended to next time, the necessary procedures will be taken as follows:- First:– The second party shall be liable to pay delay penalties for each day of delay not exceed 10% of the total contract value and within quarter of the performance contract period.

The delay penalties will be deducted directly from amount due to the second party as soon as they become due from shipping documents while the payment is effected.
Second:- The delay penalties will be reduced according to percent of implementation for contractual obligations specified in method of contract performance provided that the supplied materials will be conformed and prepared to use. The delay penalties have been computed according to the value of delayed shipment, percent of implementation and the equation below:-

The remaining period of contract

The delay penalties will be obtained directly as soon as they become due and without the need for legal notice or court judgment.

	14- The failure in completion of contract terms:- 

First: - The Second Party shall be liable to compensate the First Party for materials proven by test results not to conform to the technical specifications or the contract terms and conditions or which reveal damage, defects or workmanship faults and are unusable, by other materials that conform to the technical specifications specified in the contract. He may alternatively be liable to pay quality penalties according to the rate of deviation during the supply period agreed upon in the original contract.. Failing this, delay fines shall be imposed pursuant to Article (13) hereof.

Second:- In the event of failure  by the Second Party to implement the contract in full or in part, by failure to supply the contracted goods within the period specified for the supply (delivery period), the Second Party shall be liable for all the financial and legal obligations set out in the contract and tender conditions, and the following procedures shall be taken:-
(a) Abrogation of the contract without need of notice or court judgment.

(b) The Second Party shall be liable to pay financial compensation at value of the contract, which represents missed benefits, losses and damages.

(c) Obligating the Second Party to pay the amounts of delay penalties incurred.

(d) The performance bond at 5% will be reserved for the account of the first party

(e) Blacklisting the Second Party in future dealings without need to legal notice.



	15- The amendments:-

Any amendments or additions to the contract should be made in writing, before opening the letter of credit according to both contracting parties approval in a mutual minute or by signing an addendum to the contract.

	16- The receipt of credit:-

The receipt by the Second Party of documentary credit by fax or E-mail shall be deemed as written confirmation. Within 48 working hours (two work days) of the receipt of the documentary credit, the Second Party should notify the First Party in writing and officially of the required amendments.  Otherwise, the letter of credit shall be deemed as duly received and the Second Party may not then withhold the supply for any reason.



	17- Disputes settlement:-

Disputes arising out of the execution of the contract should be settled amicably. And, if not, the Iraqi courts in Baghdad have the sole jurisdiction to settle disputes in accordance with the provisions of the Iraqi law.  The First Party is entitled to recover all the financial rights due by the Second Party under the tender and contract terms without need for notice or court judgment in accordance with the Law for the Recovery of Government Debts No. 56 of 1977 or any other superseding law In case of dispute on interpretation, the Arabic text shall prevail.

	18- Force Majeure:-

Neither party shall be responsible for any failure of the fulfillment of their obligations, if such failure is due to a force majeure (according to the law) beyond each party’s control. Documents confirming the force majeure and attested by the Iraqi Embassy in the country of goods origins should be submitted within 15 days. The current situation in Iraq shall not be treated as a force majeure.


	19- The bases of preference:-

Preference given to competing bidding companies  shall be based on the following considerations:-

First - Prices

The prices should be final in writing and figure without scratching as per the details of required information signed and stamped by the second party.

Second - Technical specifications
 The first party will accept the best technical specifications and will be taken into consideration in the preference.
Third - Delivery period

Forth - Compliance with the technical commercial, legal and financial conditions of the tender.

	20- The commitments of second party:-
